The 2007 (next years) convention will be hosted by 
the Plano Photography Club in Plano,TX. April 19-21, 
2007. Everyone should make plans to attend this con-
vention as it promises to be another good one. 

In the individual year end winners, Dick Boone won 1st 
HM in Color Prints with his “Golden Fronted Wood-
pecker” and Bill Thomas won 2nd HM with his “Brown 
Pelican”.

The Greater San Antonio Camera Club placed 8th out 
of 18 clubs in Black & White Prints, 5th out of 19 clubs 
in Color Prints, 4th out of 23 clubs in Small Prints, 10th 
out of 25 clubs in Pictorial Slides, 3rd out of 26 clubs in 
Nature Slides - we were only 2.25 points below the 1st 
place winning club. The .25 points comes from averag-
ing Judging clubs scores. 

This is the way the Photographic World is headed - like 
it or not! Example: The Plano club has gone totally 
digital - no more slides. Only prints and digital " les 
will be competing. I suspect the Plano club consists of

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either a majority of younger more progressive members, 
unusually progressive older members or more likely 
both. Regardless of the Club’s makeup, this is indica-
tive of the trend in photography. I am certainly not 
advocating that our club completely follow this trend 
- just pointing out what is in store for the future. We 
have quite a number of members that are “married” to 
! l m photography (both slides and darkroom prints). We 
simply cannot nor will not exclude these members. 

However, for the slide makers, the quality the images in 
our recent digital images competition made it very evi-
dent to me that properly prepared digital images and a 
properly calibrated digital projector can very effectively 
compete “head to head” with projected slide images. 
Lance did an excellent job of calibrating our digital pro-
jector - Thanks much for an excellent effort, Lance" 
Also thanks to Bob Wolf for alerting me about the infor-
mation below.

“Canon joins exodus from ! lm photography
By ‘ard Reg
25th May 2006 12:21 GMT
Canon is to stop developing new compact and SLR • lm 
cameras and devote its entire development programme to 
digital products, the Japanese camera company said today.

Canon isn’t getting out of analogue photography entirely. A 
company spokesman told the Reuters news agency that 
it would continue to manufacture and sell its existing • lm 
cameras. Demand is falling, however, and there must surely 
come a time when Canon decides enough is enough. That 
it’s developing no new • lm cameras suggests it believes that 
time isn’t too far off.

In March, Konica Minolta withdrew from both analogue and 
digital photography markets, restricting its activity to the 
camera development work it does for Sony. Nikon has said 
it will only produce high-end professional • lm cameras, and 
Olympus has said it is focusing on digital SLR cameras. ®

projected slide and projected digital images into one 
competition. Actually, I strongly recommend we modify 
our competitions, and rules so as to conform completely 
with the Gulf States Camera Club Council’s new formats 
for competitions. This isn’t a “keeping up with the Jones” 
reason. Simply put, as I have stated before, it is the way 

of the future. We surely should not be left behind. We 
will not be able to attract new younger members if we 
stay status quo. Accomplishing this will require a well 
presented proposal put before our club and a vote by a 
majority of the members (as outlined in our Constitution 
and By-laws).  

I just received an E-mail from Tommy Savage, GSCCC 
Competitions Vice President with a new set of GSCCC 
rules for Nature and Photojournalism competitions, 
which, just a few moments ago I tried unsuccessfully 
to forwarded to every GSACC active member that has 
E-mail. That being the case, I will endeavor to put all 
the new GSCCC rules later on into this Flash. This way 
everybody will see the GSCCC information, not just 
those with E-mail. As above I believe we should adopt 
these rules for our club. 

Side note: Donald Drummond sent me an E-mail stat-
ing several members of the Alamo PC Organization 
involved in digital photography classes have expressed 
an interest in our organization and wanted more infor-
mation. Joe Davis, the instructor, has visited us a couple 
times.

1. SMALL PRINTS, self or commercially processed, not 
larger than 100 sq. in. (the longest dimension 12” max.) 
no smaller than 5” x 7” with optional ! ush mounting/
matting, and no larger than 11” x 14”. 
There is only one category - General Subject - which can 
be either color or monochrome.
 See our Year Book for this month’s assignment 
in each category and the de" nition of acceptable nature 
entry. 
 There are three categories in Large Prints and 
Color Slides: General Subject, Nature and Assignment.

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GULF STATES CAMERA CLUB COUNCIL
RULES FOR NATURE COMPETITION

The rules for Nature competition in GSCCC are the same 
as set out by the Photographic Society of America 

Nature photography is restricted to the use of the photo-
graphic process to depict observations from all branches 
of natural history, except anthropology and archaeology, 
in such fashion that a well-informed person will be able 
to identify the subject material and to certify to its honest 
presentation. The story telling value of a Nature photo-
graph must be weighed more than the pictorial quality. 
Human elements shall not be present unless those human 
elements enhance the nature story. The Presence of sci-
enti! c bands on wild animals is acceptable. Photographs 
of arti! cially produced hybrid plants or animals, mount-
ed specimens, obviously set arrangements, derivations, 
or any form of photographic manipulation that alters the 
truth of the photographic statement are ineligible, with 
the exception of detailed micro or macro photographs, 
and scienti! c banding on wild animals. 

Digital Image makers may perform any enhancements 
and modi! cations that improve the presentation of the 
image that could have been done at the time the im-
age was taken but that does not change the truth of the 
original nature story. Cropping and horizontal " ipping 
(equivalent to reversing a slide) are acceptable modi! ca-
tions. Addition of elements, removal of elements other 
than by cropping, combining elements from separate 
images, rearranging elements or cloning elements are 
not acceptable. No elements may be moved, cloned, 
added, deleted, rearranged, combined or changed in 
any way that affects the integrity of the image content. 
No manipulation or modi! cation is permitted except re 
sizing, cropping, selective lightening or darkening, and 
restoration of original color of the scene. No special ef-
fect ! lters can be added or applied, and any sharpening 
must appear natural.
 
In GSCCC Nature Print competitions, up to four entries 
may be submitted per club, and the four entries must be 
by different makers. 
In GSCCC Nature Projected Images competitions, four 
entries in any combination of slides and/or digital images 
may be submitted per club, and the four entries must be 
by different makers. 

PHOTOJOURNALISM RULES

The rules for Photojournalism competition in GSCCC 
are the same as set out by the Photographic Society of 
America 

Photojournalism entries shall consist of pictures or se-
quences with informative content and emotional impact, 
including human interest, documentary and spot news. 
The journalistic value of the photograph shall be consid-
ered over pictorial quality. In the interest of credibility, 
photographs which misrepresent the truth, such as ma-
nipulation to alter the subject matter, or situations which 
are set up for the purpose of photography, are unaccept-
able in Photojournalism competition. 

No elements may be moved, cloned, added, deleted, rear-
ranged, combined or changed in any way that affects the 
integrity of the image content. No manipulation or modi-
! c ation is permitted except re sizing, cropping, selective 
lightening or darkening, and restoration of original color 
of the scene. No special effect ! lters can be added or ap-
plied, and any sharpening must appear natural. 

Print, slide, or digital sequences may be entered by plac-
ing more than one picture in a single image. 

In GSCCC Photojournalism Print competitions, up to 
four entries may be submitted per club, and the four en-
tries must be by different makers. 

In GSCCC Photojournalism Projected Images competi-
tions, four entries in any combination of slides and/or 
digital images may be submitted per club, and the four 
entries must be by different makers.

RULES FOR MONTHL Y CONTESTS

1. Pictorial, Nature, and Photojournalism Prints should 
be no larger than 16” x 20”, preferably mounted. The 
mounting board should also be no larger than 20” x 24”. 
Prints now may be printed commercially or self printed. 
The minimum size of prints shall be 8” x 10”. If over-
matting an 8” x 10” print, the top mat may cover no 
more than ¼” on each side, making the minimum vis-
ible print size 7 ½ ”x 9 ½”. The mounting board should 
be no smaller than 11” x 14”. Each print must be identi-
! ed with a title, a number (1, 2, 3, or 4), the maker’s 
name, and the name of the club. The number on the 
image must correspond with the number listed on the 
Entry Form “D”, which must accompany each club’s 
entry.
2. Slides should be 2” x 2”, with glass mounting op-

tional. Slide entries must have a thumb spot in the lower 
left corner, as viewed in the upright position. Titles are 
required. Each picture slide must be identi! ed with a 
number (1, 2, 3, or 4), the maker’s name, and the name 
of the club. The number on the image must correspond 
with the number listed on the Entry Form “D”, which 
must accompany each club’s entry. 
3. Each digital ! le should have a title that starts with 
a number (1,2,3, or 4), then the camera club’s initials, 
acronym, or short name in all caps, then the photogra-
pher’s last name in all caps followed by the image title. 
Examples:
The 1st image from the Dallas Camera Club could be 
named:  1-DALLAS-AVERY-africa landscape.jpg
(I further suggest adding makers 1st and 2nd initials so 
as to differentiate between makers with same name)
The number in the image title must correspond with the 
number listed on the Entry Form “D”, which must ac-
company each club’s entry. 
Each digital entry must be 1024 x 768 pixels or smaller, 
and no larger than 300K. 
4. In the Photojournalism and Nature contests, each 
club may enter four Projected Images and four Prints. 
Prints may be either color or black& white. 
5. A club’s four entries must be the work of four differ-
ent makers. It is recognized that it is possible that one 
person may have more than one picture submitted in the 
same contest by reason of membership in more than one 
club. 
6. Any photograph that wins a place (1st, 2nd, 3rd, 
1HM, and 2HM) in any GSCCC 
monthly contest is ineligible for entry again in any cate-
gory. A winning image may not be reversed and entered 
again. Photographs that do not place in a GSCCC 
monthly contest may be entered in a future GSCCC 
monthly contest. 
7. Winners of 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 1HM, and 2HM in GSCCC 
monthly contests are eligible to be entered in the annual 
award contests at the end of the competition year in 
which the monthly place was won. 

Mailing Deadlines 
1. Prints should be mailed no later than the 5th of the 
judging month, either by parcel post or by UPS. 
2. Slides and CD’s should be mailed no later than the 
5th of the judging month by ! rst class mail. For further 
security, Registered Mail, or return receipt might be 
considered. 
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3. All entries should be mailed in time to reach the 
judging club by the 15th of the 
judging month. 
4. Each package must include a return address 
label, and return postage. In the event only a CD 
is submitted, a self-addressed stamped envelope 
should be included for the return of Entry Form 
“D” with the results of the judging, because the 
CD will not be returned. 

Compensation 
A judging club will receive a compensatory score 
for the month that club judged a contest. The 
compensatory score shall be the average of all the 
club’s scores in that division’s contests for that 
year. 

If a club’s entries are mailed on time but received 
after the judging due to an unforeseen incident, a 
compensatory score will be given for that month, 
as is done for the judging club. 
Suggestions and Information 

Each club’s GSCCC Representative should keep
 a record of all his club’s entries, including points 
received and places earned. 
(For our use we will change that to “each GSACC 
competition chairman” - as it isn’t feasible for one 
person to do this for all competitions)
Awards at year-end may vary from year to year to 
meet current needs and availability.
